Files and Permissions

An executable file is a file whose data is made to be interpreted as a program by a computer. A file is a resource for storing information that is available to a computer program. Permissions are rules that can be shared on the Internet or computer like a file. Permissions decide whether you can accesses certain information and what you can do with it. An application is a package you use to create things such as documents and files. The executable is related to applications because  an application always contains a executable file.  The hard disk is located in the glass room. The owner of the application folder on every Mac is shodor admin. The path to my home folder when I log in is /home/arevelle. Two ways to express the unix path is by going to /home/arevelle or ~. You can look at somebody else user name by doing cd /home/otherusername. You can save/edit files on your home directory. 





Processes
A process is a running instance of a program. One way you can find out what processes are running on your Mac is buy going to Applications> Utilities> Activity Monitor. Another way to find what processes are running on your Mac is by using the program ps aux. The last way to find out how to find out what process is running on Mac is by top. Arevelle owns the Dock. The executable files located at /System/libary/CoreServices/Dock.app/Contents/MacOS/Dock –ps. You can quit Dock by going to the activity monitor or type kill [pid] in the terminal.
