Final:  Part 1:  Choose one topic that we explored in this course that you understand best or enjoyed the most.*  

*You may choose from the following: converting between fractions, decimals, percent; applications of percent; calculating with spreadsheets; integers; order of operations; operations with integers; perimeter and area; exponents; distance vs. time graphs; linear functions; exponents; unit analysis; scientific notation.

Explain the mathematics in that topic and demonstrate what you know.  I will be assessing the depth of your understanding as well as the correctness of the mathematics you choose to explain.

Part 2: Choose one topic that you thought you understood the least.  Identify, and be as specific as possible, what was difficult for you about that topic.  Analyze related material that you do understand and explain any insights into what might help you understand the concept better.

Part 2 alternate: If we explored a topic of which you would like to learn more, describe that topic and what it is that you would like to know more about or understand in further depth or detail.

Remember that this assignment is 10% of your final grade so it should be of high enough quality to be worth 10% of your final grade.  
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
